Our fence section are in 6’ length, so try to keep
your fence lines in increments devisable by 6 to
eliminate cutting panels down.

2. Stake out to create a string line that you can use
as reference when setting your post.

The stake should be tall enough so that the line does

not touch the ground.

Start by setting the corner post.

lilexsser Notes for Attaching The Gate

1.All of OnGuard’s Gate are actual size. A 4’ gate will
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measure 48" in length; therefore,
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your gate opening should be wider than 48".

Leave at least 1.25” to 1.5” of space for hinges to be
properly attached.

2. Gate post is the End post that has thicker walls
than other end post.
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3. In area of heavy frost, be sure to extend your
footer down past the frost line.

4. If you have to meet BOCA Codes, your gate has
to swing out. Check the local regulation before you
hang the gate.

5. Make sure the concrete has cured before you hang
the gate.

HINGE MOUNTING

The hinge should be mounted as shown. The leaves should be
positioned on the outside surface of the posts when the gate is
closed. The alignment tabs should be located between the gate
and fence posts when the gate is in the closed position. The

top surface of the upper hinge should be mounted within 1/2" of
the top surface of the top rail and the bottom surface of the lower
hinge should be mounted within 1/2" of the lower surface of the
lower rail. In applications where additional hinges are used, they
should be evenly spaced between the upper and lower hinges.
